A Brief Report on
World Ozone Day

It gives us immense pleasure that, the department of Zoology organized World Ozone
Day on 16™ Sept. 2023 in the college Auditorium.The main objective of celebration of World
Ozone Day is to create awareness about depletion of ozone layer.
In introductory address Dr. S. A. Khedkar, Head Dept.of Botany welcome President, Prin . Dr.
H.G. Vidhate, Speaker Dr. B. S. Khaire and all participants. Dr. S. A. Khedkar informed that
world ozone day is celebrated for Preservation of the Ozone Layer. It is celebrated on the 16th
of September every year, commemorating the date on which the Montreal Protocol for the
abatement of substances that deplete the Ozone Layer was signed in 1987. This year the theme
announced by the UN Environment Programme for International Day for the Preservation of the
Ozone Layer 2023 is “Preserving Ozone, Protecting Our Atmosphere”. Further she stated The
Ozone Layer shields the Earth from most of the sun’s harmful ultraviolet radiation. In the late
1970s, scientists discovered that ozone-depleting substances used in aerosols and refrigerants in
refrigerators and air-conditioners is creating a hole in this protective shield, popularly known as
the Ozone Hole. This hole allowed the harmful UV rays penetrate through Ozone layer
increased the cases of skin cancer and cataracts, and damaged plants, crops, and the ecosystems.

On this occasion Speaker, Dr. B. S. Khaire ,Head Dept. of Zoology and IQAC
Coordinator talked on importance World Ozone Day. This day is celebrated on September 16
every year to spread awareness among people about the depletion of Ozone layer and find
possible solutions to preserve it. On this day, people from all over the world hold talks and
seminars on the ozone layer. Dr. Bapu Khaire told that Ozone saves earth from sun’s harmful
U.V, rays. Without an ozone layer, harmful rays of the sun would reach us and harm us. He
also told the impacts of ozone layer depletion like the weakening of ozone can cause skin
cancer as well as holes in ozone can affect plants. Word ozone day is also known as the
international day for the preservation of the ozone layer. This day aims to increase awareness
of climate change and ozone depletion. World ozone day theme was keep cool and carry on.
Chief Guest of this function Dr. Gaikwad S.D. informed about the global warming and the
effects of global warming on ozone layer depletion. Various gases concentration also affects
ozone layer. He also told the importance of ozone layer that ozone layer absorbs the ultra violet
radiation and to protect the all living organisms. Dr.Vidhate R.G. Head Dept of Physics also
given information about impacts of ozone layer depletion causes increased UV radiation levels

at the Earth’s surface, which is damaging to human health. Negative effects include increases

in certain types of skin cancer, eye cataracts and immune deficiency disorders.



President Prin. Dr. H. G. Vidhate informed that the ozone layer of the Earth protects us
from the harmful ultraviolet rays of the sun. Unfortunately, our race for maintaining a high
quality of life has led to its depletion. On 1st January 1989 the Montreal Protocol came into
force to stop the depletion and reduce the usage of substances that cause holes in our protective
blanket. Sustaining the Ozone layer is hence the collective responsibility of all the nations.

salt, eno fruit salt and mix everything well
together quickly.

e You can use 1/4 tsp baking soda in place of
eno fruit salt.

e Heat up about 1” water at the base of idly
cooker and transfer the idly stand into it.

coriander leaves.

12. SWEET CORN MASALA :
Procedure

e Firstly, boil two cup sweet corn kernels in water
for 5 min.

e Drain off the kernels and transfer to bowl.

e Add in 1 chopped onion, tomato and cucumber
one by one and mixed well.

e Add in half tea spoon red chilli powder, jeera
powder and cumin powder, chaat masala, salt
and lemon juice and chopped coriander.

e Mix very well. Next add black salt and mix.

e Check the taste and add more red chilli powder
salt , lemon juice or chaat masala, if needed.

e Serve sweet corn masala immediately.

13. Soyabean Chilli :
Procedure

e Firstly, in a kadai heat oil and add cumin
seeds. Saute till the cumin seeds turn aromatic.

e Further add finely chopped onion and continue
to saute.

e Also add chopped garlic and ginger paste sauté
till the raw smell disappears and add curry
leaves and sauté.

e Now add finely chopped green chilli then add
finely chopped tomato and sauté till the
tomatoes turn soft and mushy.

o Saute well till the oil starts to release from
masala.

16. ALOO PARATHA

Procedure
Stuffing:

e Dboil the potatoes at least a few hour before you
plan to make the parathas.

e Boil the potatoes just until for tender without
making them mushy.

e when the potatoes cool down, peel them.

e Mash them in a large bowl and cover.

e Then add chopped onions, coriander leaves, salt
, garam masala powder.

e Mix well so that no lumps remain.

For a perfect aloo paratha make sure that you
have a fine filling of potatoes.

For Dough
Add two cup whole wheat flour,
1/4th table spoon salt , 1 tsp oil, half cup water
in a mixing bowl.
Begin to mix adding more water as required to
form a soft and non sticky do ugh.
Kneed well until really soft and pliable.
| always rest my dough for a minimum of 30
minutes.
Divide the dough to equal portions
Sprinkle Little flour on the rolling area.
Smooth the dough ball ball and deep it in flour.
Flatten it and roll to a 4 inch round roti.
Place a spiced potato ball in the centre and
bring the side up.
Praise down the stuffing to the centre and bring
the sides higher giving it a cup shape.
If the aloo stuffing is taking then smear your
fingers generously with some flour
Bring the sides higher by simply rotating the
whole thing on your hand in clockwise
direction.
The dough get stretched by itself and comes
over the stuffing.
Join all the ages well to ensure no feeling is
visible.
Deep these ball in flour on both the sides and
gently flatten it with your fingers
This is very important so that feeling is evenly
spread all over the paratha.
Place the sealed side down on the rolling area
and gently roll it evenly without putting
pressure.
Do not roll the aloo paratha continuously.
Instead rotate in clockwise direction a little
after every 4 to 6 rolls to ensure it does not tear
or get stuck.
You can make as thin or thick you like.
After you are done rolling paratha.
When the pan is hot enough gently transfer it to
the griddle.
Within 2 minute you will see bubbles.
Turn it to the other side




Press down genntly with a spatula.

You will see the aloo paratha begins to puff.
Drizzle some ghee or oil.

When you see golden to light brown spots on
the aloo paratha remove to a plate.

Sar aalu paratha with pickle or yogurt.

And enjoy your delicious paratha.

17. BHINDI SABJI

Procedure

Wash bhindi in water and dry it using cloth.
Remove head and tail and chop it into small
pieces

Heat oil in a kadai over medium flame

Add cumin seeds and when they begin to
crackle add chopped garlic.

Saute for 30 seconds

Add green chilli

Then add chopped bhindi and mix well

Cook on medium low flame until bhindi turns
dark green and shrinks

It will take approx 5 minutes

Stir in between occasionally.

Turmeric powder and salt then add red chilli
powder garam masala coriander leaves and mix
well

Cover Them for a 5 minute.

Transfer prepare bhindi bhaji to a serving plate.
Garnish with coriander leaves and serve with a
roti or bhakri.

18. KUNIJIR SABJI :

Procedure

First wash the kunjir bhaji

And drain the water.

Crush the roasted peanuts

Take a kadai and add a some oil in it.

And wait for it to heat up.

Once the oil is hot and mustard seeds and
cumin seeds and late it crackle on medium heat.
Add kunjir sabji in it and soaked moong daal
and mix well then add red chilli powder and salt
and stir the sabji well.

Cover the kadai for a 5 minutes.

Sprinkle some water if needed.




e When the leaves have shrunk it means that the
leaves are cooked.
e Then add crushed peanuts and stir it well.
e Then serve the kunjir sabji with a roti or a
bhakri.
19. MORINGA SABJI :

Procedure

e Take drumstick leaves and wash them properly
now drain all the water

e Inakadai hit oil add mustard and cumin seeds

e Now add onion along with ginger garlic paste
give a mix and cook until the onions turn
translucent

e Now add tomatoes along with turmeric and
green chilli cover with a lead and cook for 4 to
5 minutes once tomatoes are mushy ,the masala
is ready

e Now add moringa leaves along with socked
daal mix well and cook for 5 minute once the
leaves shrink in size and salt as per taste.

If the aloo stuffing is taking then smear your
fingers generously with some flour

Bring the sides higher by simply rotating the
whole thing on your hand in clockwise
direction.

The dough get stretched by itself and comes
over the stuffing.

Join all the ages well to ensure no feeling is
visible.

Deep these ball in flour on both the sides and
gently flatten it with your fingers

This is very important so that feeling is evenly
spread all over the paratha.

Place the sealed side down on the rolling area
and gently roll it evenly without putting
pressure.

Do not roll the aloo paratha continuously.
Instead rotate in clockwise direction a little
after every 4 to 6 rolls to ensure it does not tear
or get stuck.

Beed organized a one-day NEP-2020 Poster
Exhibition Programme on National Education Policy-2020. The main objective of
this Poster Exhibition Programme was to create awareness about the newly
launched National Education Policy-2020 amongst teachers, students, officials, and
other stakeholders in the higher education system.

Professor S. N. Waghule Coordinator from the NEP-2020 Implementation Cell
began the session by welcoming the participants.
The Exhibition event started with inauguration by the Principal as a Chairman of

the programme Dr. H. G. Vidhate at 10 am.

Principal, Dr. H. G. Vidhate shared the vision for Higher Education in India-2020
with a focus on three main elements 1.e. Students enrolling in the Higher Education
System Holistic and Multidisciplinary Education and Educational Technology, and

Online Education. He also shed light on the current state of the Learning Crisis,



which gave way to the creation of this new structure 1.e., it replaced the 10+2 with

4+3+3+2-+3.

The substantial impetus placed on vocational education or hands-on learning in the

new pelicy will give rise to multiple hybrid jobs. With the rapid progression of

information technology, and to be able to offer the students a much broader,

multidisciphnary foundation, he expressed the importance of using a holistic and

multidisciplinary learning approach which will help the learners adapt and reinvent

themselves to the demands of the new hybrid work culture and dynamic socio-

cultural changes.
